Minutes of the Board of Directors Meeting

September 13, 2009

1. President Becky Mudd called the meeting to order at 10.00 a.m.

2. The July 30 minutes were approved with a motion by Bob Marken and a second by Dale Yost.

3. The Executive Director’s report was given by John Burke.

(a) The Multi Sport Clinic was a great success.
(b) John is working on getting five year contracts with the Red Lion hotel for future CHSCA clinics and events. He noted that we can always use the hotel for CHSCA meetings.

(c) John is working with Bill Reader and CHSAA to get a list of all Colorado high school coaches with email addresses so that we can continue to contact coaches and increase our membership. John handed out an update on CHSCA membership and noted that our membership is up by almost 500. One of the reasons for this is that credit card payment of membership has made it much easier to join; about 300 more coaches joined by credit card this year compared to last year. Thanks to Dave Forster and Becky Mudd for their work on this. More coaches are also joining with a school check (up by about 170 from last year). We get a big bump in membership with specific sports clinics during the year, especially in January with track. 

(d) John encouraged sports presidents to get the names of their clinicians/speakers for clinic brochures.

(e) John outlined program issues and the All State games. The program was not very well done and included spelling mistakes and wasted space. The number of pages needs to be reduced and the cost can be lowered from $6 to $5 so that it will sell more easily. Parents will be more willing to purchase a program if their son/daughter has their photograph in it. We lost nearly $8,000 on the programs. The form for coaches and players should be done electronically. There was some discussion about businesses and colleges advertising in the program. The All State games will probably be in Greeley again next year. Rick Bettger mentioned that Pamela Warner does the brochures for our clinics and might be a good option for the All State program. These are issues that the All State Games Committee needs to address. 
4. The Treasurer’s report was given by Tom Southall.
(a)We have paid Greeley the full amount for facilities. 

(b) We won’t be getting the $8,000 from Gatorade this year.
(c) Wrestling and hockey clinic fees will be coming up at the end of October.
(d) The present bank balance is $165,084.42.
5. Herman Motz gave the Colorado Coach report.

(a) Herman mentioned that he has received some great articles for the Colorado Coach.

(b) There was discussion about the future of the former Gatorade scholarship, especially since we now also pay for the cost of the All State banquet. Gary Childress made a motion to continue to fund the scholarship while we look for sponsors. Ray Barron provided a second and the motion passed.

(b) John Burke suggested that we send a copy of this first edition of the Colorado Coach to all Athletic Directors and vendors.

6. The Multi-Sport Clinic report was given by Chris Brown.
(a) The vendors were great.

(b) We overspent in a few areas but still made over $3,000.
(c) Thanks to Dick Geddes for stepping in to make the football clinic a success and including 6 and 8 man football.

(d) Sally Moos thanked Chris’ daughters for their wonderful presentations.
(e) Conrad Parra and Ray Barron mentioned that encouraging middle school coaches to attend our clinics is very beneficial.
(f) Congratulations to Chris Brown for a great job once again with the Multi Sport clinic.
7. The CADA report was given by Bob Graf.
(a) Bob attends three CADA meetings a year where he promotes our organization. He will attend one in October and report back in November. Let Bob know if there is anything that you want presented.

(b) Rick Bettger suggested that we hand out CHSCA membership forms at the CADA meeting for Athletic Director’s to photocopy and hand out to coaches.

8. Rick Bettger gave the Coaching Education report.
(a) CSU helps to sponsor our clinics and is an active partner with CHSCA.
(b) Rick gave an update on Jack Meehan.
(c) The Ameristar at Blackhawk will be the site of our October clinic. Thanks to Becky Mudd for her work on the website to help promote this clinic. 
9. New Business.
(a) Becky Mudd shared an email from Sandra Cole, volleyball coach at Platte Valley High School. Sandra was nominated and received the National Volleyball Coach of the Year and will be inducted into the NHSACA Hall of Fame. She wanted to thank CHSCA for all the support.

(b) Sports presidents should contact Becky Mudd for updates to their information on the website.

(c) Becky Mudd emphasized that more proposals should come from committees. We also need to get new board members on committees. We probably need a new football president, and we also need presidents for lacrosse, hockey, and field hockey. There was some discussion about the duties and roles of sports presidents.

10. Don Miller made a motion to adjourn the meeting. A second was provided by Chris Brown. The motion passed and the meeting was adjourned at 11.53 a.m.
